not in plague proportions but a few is still better than none. Quite a lot of 
the blacks that have been tagged in the last few weeks have been very small 
in size (only around the 2-4kg mark) which raises the question  of when is a 
fish too small to tag. We are currently trying to find out from QGFA as to 
what size they think or if there is any limit to the size at all. With these 
small fish however it is recommended that you use a plastic tuna tag in 
them as it will be better for the fishes health. Anyway there has been a few 
larger fish also and few sails and heavy tackle fish being tagged.

Tournament of Champions

 
Bribie Island GFC 
6th 8th January 2006 

18 boats entered for the Bribie Island Tournament of Champions. Not a 
great number but Mooloolaba boats well represented with Cochise, The 
Phantom, Luna, and Kokomo entered. Our club cleaned up last year tak-
ing out champion boat above & below 6.5 metre categories, champion 
angler and the NAFA award. So it was good to see a reasonable contin-
gent from our club return to defend the titles. 
This year, points were scored in the usual way with 1500 points for bill-
fish, game species that went line class, but also tag points for nominated 
game species. 
The first days fishing was brought forward an hour due to the threat of 
high winds in the late afternoon. The day started with 15 to 20 knots of 
wind on a lumpy sea with rain and thunder ever present. Karen Williams 
on Blue Black and Annie Orchard on Harden Up took the honours 
for the day with the only 2 billfish caught, a sail to Karen and a black to 
Annie. A number of other species were recorded, with The Phantom 
taking 3 Mahi Mahi and a wahoo, 2 to weigh which put Phantom and 
third place and the end of the first day.
